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Two Derrick Projects Receive 
Statewide Recognition

Two of Derrick Commercial Contracting’s projects were honored at the Wisconsin 
Chapter of Associated Builders and Contractors’ annual Projects of Distinction (POD) 

dinner, held earlier 
this year in Wisconsin 
Dells. The projects that 
received awards are 
considered the best of 
the best and are judged 
on distinctiveness, 
execution of design, 
craftsmanship, 
coordination, 
budgeting, safety, 
difficulty and unusual 
challenges.

A Gold Award in the 
$2 million-$10 million 
Commercial category 
was received for the 

Air Motion Systems project, which we completed last summer. This 35,652-square-foot 
manufacturing building in River Falls is the first privately owned LEED-certified building in 
western Wisconsin. This green project was in keeping with Air Motion’s high performance 
environmentally-friendly, ultra-violet systems for the printing industry. Design for the 
project was provided by Elliot Architects of Hudson, and architects Brian Hinz and Trent 
Yunker joined Bill Derrick in receiving the award.

We also received a Silver Award in the Over $2.5 million Metal Building category 
for the Amzoil Sandbox Arena project, completed just outside of New Richmond in Fall 
2007. This 116,850-square-foot arena is the second largest indoor motocross racing 
facility in the nation. The Butler steel building was custom designed with longer-than-
normal spans in order to minimize the number of columns in the track area. Road Racing 
World magazine said it was “totally blown away” after spending a day at the track. The 
architect for this project, Lars Architectural Services of Hudson, and Tom Derrick accepted 
the award for our firm.

We would like to thank our clients for allowing us to be their building professional and 
allowing us to submit these two projects for this prestigious statewide competition.

Westfields 
Hospital Modular 
MRI Unit

In early spring, Derrick Commercial 
Contracting completed installation of a 
modular MRI unit addition at Westfields 
Hospital in New Richmond. Pictured is the 
modular unit being set this past winter. 
The building weight was 112,000 lbs., 
which required a 500-ton crane to set 
the building. Once the building was set 
on the foundation, we completed the 
interior and exterior finishes, in addition to 
coordinating the electrical and mechanical 
systems.

We used a 500-ton crane to set the new MRI 
modular building unit in place at Westfields 
Hospital in January.
